« The Task Force (chaired by the Council on Environmental Quality)
was charged with the following responsibilities:

— Within 90 days, develop recommendations for:

* a) national policy for oceans, coastal and Great Lakes ecosystems;
 b) aU.S. framework for policy coordination; and

* c) an implementation strategy that identifies ways to meet the
objective of the national policy.

— Within 180 days, develop a recommended framework for effective
coastal and marine spatial planning.

Sustainable Fisheries & Catch Shares Programs

A catch share is a portion of the overall
annual harvest quota allocated to an
individual, community, cooperative or sector;
in return the recipient is required to limit their
catch to no more than their allocation.

In appropriate fisheries, they can reduce
overcapacity, minimize bycatch, increase
safety, improve resource stewardship and
limit catches.
