	2004 Northern California Dungeness Crab Quality Test – Final Report


The protocol that governs the test of Dungeness crab quality in northern California set a minimum recovery goal of 25%.  We obtained a recovery percentage of 25% during the November 1-3, 2004 test of crab quality.  No further testing will be needed for crab quality.

During the first test of 2004 a total of 636 crabs were landed, 106 crab from 6 different locations.  Six hundred (600) crabs were used in the quality test with a green weight of 1,114 pounds and 273.6 pounds of meat recovered.  The crab meat was provided to the local Senior Citizen Center.

We also provided 36 crabs (six from each test site) to the processor, Caito Fisheries, Ft. Bragg, who sent them to the California Department of Health Services for domoic acid testing.  The results of this test are not available at this time and will be distributed when available.
