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Abstract:  In 2012, the California Hatchery Scientific Review Group (CA HSRG) published a review of California’s salmon and steelhead hatchery programs.  The comprehensive review covered hatcheries in the Central Valley and the Klamath-Trinity drainages. The final report contains recommendations for enhancement of facilities, operations, staffing, and management to improve program performance and to better define and meet management and conservation goals.  Management of California’s steelhead hatchery programs are especially difficult because of confused or unstated conservation and management goals, insufficient monitoring, and lack of population-specific information about the basic biology of steelhead.  In this talk we review the challenges presented at the various state-run steelhead hatchery programs and the recommendations proposed by the CA HSRG to resolve them.
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
